Student coders in South East Cornerstone to showcase video games built in
the classroom

The Learning Partnership’s Coding Quest Arcade sees Grades 4, 5 and 6 students launch their own games

April 25,2018 — Weyburn, SK — Student coders across South East Cornerstone Public School Division will showcase
video games they developed in their classrooms in a series of Coding Quest Arcades from The Learning Partnership.

The Arcades are a culmination of Coding Quest, Canada’s largest classroom-based coding program. Guided by their
teachers, students in Grades 4, 5 and 6 create their own computer games right in the classroom through coding,
creative thinking and the application of science, technology, engineering and math (STEM) skills.
